After graduating, he got his first job with a small law firm 
that utilized his legal training and his background in International 
Studies and Chinese. 
     In 1996, he moved to Portland, where he has been practicing 
law for the last 15 years. Now as a partner with Tonkon Torp, 
Brent has received national recognition for his work to repeal the 
“Widow’s Penalty” policy, a law that deports immigrant widows 
after their husbands die if they have not already become legal 
U.S. citizens. Brent has made the project his passion, devoting 
nearly 300 hours of pro bono work a year to the cause while 
representing more than 30 widows. In addition to his efforts to 
lobby congress to change the government’s policy of automati-
cally rejecting widows’ requests for citizenship, Brent has also 
filed a class action lawsuit to force the Department of Homeland 
Security to change its policy.

     I came to graduate school with certain expectations:  I was 
prepared to lead discussion sections, grade papers, and spend 
endless nights in a semi-depressing library.  Well, most things 
were as expected but there have been a few surprises.  
    One, thanks to my daily medication of Roma’s coffee, the 
library isn’t all that dreary, but the main surprise is finding my-
self in a supporting role in the preparation of a book manuscript 
for publishing.

A welcome, albiet unexpected surprise at grad school
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Kheer (rice pudding) is a popular Indian 
dessert served on major festivals. Kheer 
recipes have evolved to suit regional and 
personal preferences. While the essential 
ingredients are milk and sugar, one can 
vary kheer by replacing rice with seviyan 
(vermicelli) or sooji (semolina). 

Ingredients 
¼ cup long grained basmati rice
4-5 cups of milk
2-3 cardamom seeds (crushed)
2 tbsp almonds (blanched and slivered)
1 tbsp pistachio nuts

1 tbsp raisins
A pinch of saffron
2-3 tbsp sugar or as desired 

Preparation 
     Add rice, milk and cardamom to-
gether in a pan and bring to boil while 
stirring frequently to prevent sticking
      After the rice softens and the mix-
ture consistency starts to thicken, add 
raisins, almonds, pistachio and sugar.
     Cook for five minutes and add saf-
fron. Serve hot or chilled. 
     Enjoy!
