INTERNATIONAL STUDIES MAJOR REQUIREMENTS
1) All courses taken for the major must be graded, except for up to 8 credits of INTL independent study (401,403,405,406,409)

2) Courses must be passed with a C- or above

3) One introductory course on international issues (4 credits)

4) Four INTL courses (the Block A Core) are required

5) The major requires 52 credits (4 preparatory credits and 16 in each A, B, and C Blocks)

6) A maximum of 12 credits or three courses taken to fulfill UO group requirements may be used to complete the major requirements

7) A maximum of 20 credits taken in a single department (other than INTL) to fulfill the major

8) There must be a minimum of 24 upper division credits

9) All substitutions in any of the Blocks must be approved and initialed by an Undergraduate Advisor

9)   Each student should meet with an undergraduate advisor once every quarter and for the formal   Exit Interview one quarter prior to graduation

SENIOR SEMINAR PAPER OR HONORS THESIS

Senior Seminar Paper (optional)

Graduating seniors may submit either a 20-30 page research paper which has been expanded upon from one previously submitted for a University seminar or approved upper division course OR students may sign up for 3-4 hours of INTL 405 (Reading and Conference) with a faculty member who is willing to be a supervisor, and write an original paper.  Regardless, the paper must meet the approval of the professor with whom you worked prior to submitting it to the International Studies Program.  The content and format must meet the approval of the international Studies Program, include a one-page abstract, utilize a minimum of two foreign language sources, and address an international or cross-cultural topic in the area of your professional and/or regional concentration.  (See Senior Seminar Paper approval form for more information.)

International Studies Honor Thesis

Students who will be graduating with at least a 3.5 GPA who would like to graduate with Program honors are required to write a 30-50-page thesis.  An adviser must be selected and the proposal approved the Program two terms prior to graduation.  The content and format must meet the approval of the International Studies Program, include a one-page abstract, utilize a minimum of two foreign language sources, and address and international or cross-cultural topic in the area of your professional and/or regional concentration. SENIOR SEMINAR PAPER OR HONORS THESIS
