Details

· This is a new, more interactive way to discuss your research with your peers, alumni, faculty and community members over fruit, wine and cheese.

· It will also be an opportunity to network with professionals, employers and alumni who may be interested in your research.

· Posters will be presented Thursday, June 15th at the annual PPPM Awards Event 

· Gerlinger Alumni Lounge in Gerlinger Hall

· Meet in the Hearth at 2pm with your poster, to walk over with easel

· People will come from 2:30-3:00 to see the posters, the event will start at 3:00, and after the ceremony there will be an open bar with more time for poster perusal

Simple Way To Design A Poster

· Create 1 slide in Powerpoint (easy and flexible)

· Set page to following recommended dimension: 36 wide * 24 height 

· If you want other dimensions note:

· You can go as wide as 40 inches

· You pay by the height of the poster, every foot (or portion there of) is an additional $5.  So if your poster is long rather than wide, it will cost $15 rather than $10

· Do not use fonts any smaller than 24.  Larger is easier to read!

· To print out a proof of your poster on regular sized paper, go to the print dialog box and check the option for “scale to fit paper”.

· Save your Powerpoint slide as a PDF (or JPG if not possible)

How to Print Out A Poster

· The AAA Output Room will be very busy Week 10, so it is recommended you go either Week 9 or Finals week.

· You will need to purchase a punch card ($5, $10, $25) at the AAA Bookstore window (2nd floor of Lawrence on the right passed the output room- open M-Th 12-5 & 6-9, Friday 9-12 and 1-4) or UO Bookstore (downstairs customer service desk).

· Bring your file to the AAA Output Room computers (or you can send it from a UO computer if you go to the output room webpage, listed below): 

· If file is PDF or JPG, send to Kahn ($5 a foot) or Yamasaki ($10 for glossy)

· If file is still Powerpoint, send to Kahn Autocad printer ($5 per foot).  

· Once you send the file to the printer, bring your punch card to the Output Room, and they will “release” the file to print.  

· If you sent to Kahn Autocad, make sure you say the Autocad, otherwise they wont find it

· Use spray adhesive (or tape or push pins) to connect your poster to poster board (available at UO bookstore)
