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Evaluation (optional):

� What idea are the authors testing?


� The authors test whether variation in some variables (which the authors may manipulate) has an effect on the subjects’ behavior. What are these variables? (e.g., whether the artificial language presented to the learners conforms to the same principles (be sure to state which ones!) to which natural languages conform; or age of the learners)


� The authors test whether their manipulations have an effect on some variable or variables? What are these variables? (e.g., reaction time, accuracy)


� What do the authors find? (e.g., at the end of training, children show higher accuracy than adults when exposed to languages that conform to the same principles as natural languages, but children and adults show no differences in accuracy when exposed to languages that violate the principles that all natural languages obey)


� What do the authors conclude regarding their hypothesis? Is the hypothesis rejected? Supported? Why?


� Do you agree or disagree with the authors’ conclusions? Why?
