many competitions, including the International Taipei Piano Com-
petition (2003), the Rachmaninoff International Piano competition 
(2002), and the Baltimore Music Club competition (1997).  In ad-
dition to competition appearances Chu was invited to perform a 
Baltimore premiere of “Duo Ye” by renowned composer Chen Yi 
in 1997. Chu has performed extensively in Taiwan, Korea, Canada, 
and throughout the Northwest. As a member of the Fall Creek Piano 
Trio, she has twice been invited to perform at the Camerata Mu-
sica Festival in Salem, Oregon. She has also performed in master 
classes given by Stephen Hough, Dalton Baldwin, Barry Hannigan, 
Paul Roberts, Andre-Michel Schub, Angela Hewitt, Scott McBride 
Smith, Otis Murphy, and Sophia Gilmson. Chu continues to be in 
high demand as an accompanist and collaborator. Currently, she 
works as a freelance soloist and collaborative pianist in Eugene 
where she works at the University of Oregon and with a range of 
local arts organizations including the Oregon Bach Festival, Eugene 
Vocal Arts Ensemble, and Oregon Festival Choirs. In addition to 
performing and accompanying, Chu remains active as a teacher and 
adjudicator in Eugene.  

Michael Grose joined the University of Oregon music faculty in 
2001 as Associate Professor of Tuba. Prior to coming to Oregon, 
Grose was principal tubist of the Savannah Symphony Orchestra 
since 1986 and the Hilton Head Orchestra since 1990. He is cur-
rently the principal tubist of the Eugene Symphony. Grose received 
his bachelor’s and master’s degrees from Northwestern University, 
where he was a student of Arnold Jacobs. After graduation, he con-
tinued his private study with Jacobs until 1998. Before assuming 
his position in Savannah, Grose was tubist with the Civic Orchestra 
of Chicago and the Illinois Philharmonic. He has performed with 
the Chicago, Atlanta, Milwaukee, Honolulu, Oregon, Charleston, 
and Jacksonville symphonies, and the Boise Philharmonic. An ac-
complished chamber musician, Grose received the Sweepstakes 
Award at the Fischoff International Chamber Music Competition, 
making him the first tubist to receive that prize. Grose was also a 
prize winner at the Coleman Chamber Music Competition in Pasa-
dena, California. Both awards came while he was a member of the 
Chicago-based Asbury Brass Quintet. A founding member of the 
Millar Brass Ensemble (Chicago), Grose has recorded on the Lon-
don/Decca and Crystal Records labels.

ABOUT TONIGHT’S ARTISTS

Victor Morris has been a narrator/soloist with the Oregon Sympho-
ny and Third Angle Music Ensemble and euphonium/tenor soloist 
for Tuba Christmas concerts under the direction of Maestro John 
Richards. With guidance from the late maestros Anton Guadagno, 
tenor Franco Corelli, and basso contante George Peckham together 
with the influence of Grace Bumbry,  Ellen Faull, and present men-
tor, Maestro George Shirley, Morris’s prepared roles include Otello, 
Dick Johnson (La fanciulla del West), Lohengrin, and Jean Valjean.
