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Geog 4/510: River and Riparian Field Studies: Sept. 10-20, 2007 plus pre-and post-course meetings
This field course will focus on interactions between biological and physical processes in river floodplains, including geomorphology and plant ecology, and concepts and techniques for river assessment and restoration planning. Specific topics covered in the course include river flow and depositional processes, formation of floodplains, plant establishment on river banks, and plant community development related to soil and moisture gradients. Students will learn techniques for sampling riparian plant communities and river floodplain deposits as well as field survey and GPS techniques. The course will be field based, in the Sprague and Sycan River valleys in Klamath County, Oregon. Prerequisite is one 300-level course in related natural sciences (hydrology, geomorphology, botany, ecology). Applicants must be able to meet the strenuous demands of hiking and excavating in the rugged conditions and heat of the Oregon high desert.
