· Sent the following to ENVS well in advance of deadline:

· resume

· statement of purpose

· applicant course plan

· any additional material required by your chosen focal department (e.g., writing sample, portfolio, etc.)

· Requested the following be sent to ENVS well in advance of deadline:

· 3 letters of recommendation

· official transcripts from ALL institutions where you received ANY college credit (including courses taken during high school, and study abroad)
· official GRE scores (institution code 4846; department code 0502 Environmental Sciences; there is no listing for Environmental Studies)

· official TOEFL or IELTS scores (international students only; institution code 4846; department code 46 Environmental Sciences)
· any additional material required by your chosen focal department (e.g., subject GRE scores, etc.)


The most common reasons for incomplete files as of the deadline are:  fewer than 3 letters of recommendation; missing transcripts; and missing GRE scores.  Avoid an incomplete application by taking these steps:  
1) Follow up with your referees to ascertain that they have sent their letters to arrive before the deadline.  
2) Make sure you order transcripts from all of the institutions you attended.  
3) Take the GRE before November 1st, and order the scores sent to the proper institution and department code (Environmental Sciences). 
A final note: send, or have sent, all of the application materials directly to the Environmental Studies Program.  Do not send any application materials to your identified focal department.
