Leaves
branch out from a point into 3 parts and further
divide into 3 leaflets. They are coarsely toothed wi
several long stalked basal leaves. Flowers are sm
and greenish white and organized in loose umbrel

Native to the U.S., Sweet Cicely occurs mostly in the West and in the northern states stretching
from the East to the West. It grows at low and middle elevations in open mixed or coniferous
forests, forests edges, and thickets.
