Substantive Items

· HOPES: Susan led a brief discussion about bringing volunteers into the HOPES process to reinforce that it is their conference, not that they are our assistants.  It was decided to invite volunteers to EDC weekly meetings.  Because it is an awkward meeting time and the meetings can be so business-heavy, coords will continue meeting with volunteers individually.  We will also hold volunteer check-ins/receptions every 2 weeks until the conference.

· Susan also updated the group on potential workshop opportunities through Steve Mital.

· HOPES T-shirts: Kieran and Chris presented their design concept for the HOPES 11 t-shirt.  After some discussion it was decided to:

· Cut the subtitle on the front of the shirt, and add “Re:Vision, Re:Design, Re:Solution” to the sleeve.

· Order 100 organic, natural colored T-shirts from American Apparel in a variety of sizes.  The goal is to have them printed for the Speakeasy, and we can order more after if need be.

· Costs: $3.25/ea for white shirts, ~$1.50/ea for printing.  We will sell these for $10/ea.

Coordinator updates:

· Jessy: Cameron Sinclair will be HOPES closing speaker.  Panels are coming along.  New panel: What is green design?

· Zac: The speakeasy is happening at the Strand on 2/25, but we still have no band.  The poster needs to go out by Friday, so we need all the info asap.  Coords will table at the Speakeasy in 20 min time slots.  Susan and ? will make short announcements between band sets.  T-shirts will be available.

· Erin has talked to folks in Portland.  They will organize a panel called “It ain’t easy being green” focused on Portland sustainable design.  Several students are interested in coming to the conference.  She also told the group about Tim’s concept for “The Worlds We Leave Behind” for HOPES placemaking.

· Tim is talking to folks about our radio announcements on KWAX.

· Phil needs info from everyone to update the website.  The newsletter is slowly progressing.  He will begin the software funding applications soon.

· Lilah is looking for folks to staff our table at the PIELC conference.  We will have ads in the EW for the next EcoSpeak.

· Marsha announced that the next EcoSpeak will be on “Obstacles to Green Building in Oregon” and moderated by Tara Hanby.  She is hoping to move this back on campus.  The date for this is 2/28.

· Martha mentioned that the Design Challenge has been mailed out to all Arch schools, and Jessica is working on more publicity for it.

· Martha also gave an update on the EWEB application in the works.

· Kennett reported that the survey has been sent to the office of human subjects, and we are awaiting a response.  No update on Kids HOPES.

· Chris noted the struggles getting the fundraising mailer out the door due to bulk mailing requirements for the return address.

· Sam updated us on the progress with the library.

· Roxanne asked for budget requests, and (I think) $25 was approved for the volunteer meeting on Monday.

· Chris C. also mentioned the need for someone to write a 300 word article for Solar Today to run after HOPES.
