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Overview of Nicenet
Nicenet is an online educational course management system, also known as Internet Classroom Assistant (ICA). It is run by a non-profit organization and is one of the last set of such tools available at no cost to instructor-developers. You can use it in your classes the following kinds of ways.

· Conferencing: 

To conduct asynchronous (not in real time) discussions.

· Link Sharing: 

To post web sites.

· Documents:  

To post and archive readings and documents.

· Class Schedule:

To publish a schedule or calendar of assignments and events.

· Class Members:

To access a directory of students enrolled in the class.

· Personal Messages: 
To communicate with students via email individually or in groups.

· Classes:


To add (join), drop, create and delete courses on Nicenet.

· Class Admin.: 

For the instructor to change settings (preferences) for courses.

· Edit User Profile:
For each individual  to change personal settings and information.
· ICA FAQ:

To get help through a Frequently Asked Question (FAQ) section.
