Re: University of Oregon, Oregon Back Festival Addition

Dear Becca and Jonah,

As requested by the University, in preparation for the programming workshop on September 29th, Joseph Myers of Kirkegaard Associates and I have assembled the following questions for those who are planning the facility and who will use it.

Particularly within the multi-function Performance/Rehearsal Room, so that we can frame the day-to-day needs and operations, let us know:
1. Are there any revisions to the “Preliminary Program” received?


2. The building appears to have two or perhaps three “seasons” of use – the Oregon Bach Festival (24 June – 10 July); the Berwick Academy for the study of Historically Informed Performance (15 June – 6 July); and the rest of the year.  If the answers to any of the questions below are different during the Festival / Academy period than during the rest of the year, let us know.

3. The RFP calls for performances and rehearsals in the Rehearsal/Recital Room.  What are other possible uses? 
a. Lectures

b. Receptions

c. Banquets

d. Film Screenings

e. Other ???
4. Prioritize the importance of these uses (at least as “primary” vs “secondary”), as well as their frequency.   


5. For each of these uses, what are the requirements? For example:

a. Smallest and largest number of musicians;
b. Smallest and largest number of audience / attendees;

c. Use of platforms / standing risers / seated risers - always/sometimes/never;
d. Multiple orientations / setups for one type of use;
e. Preferred character of acoustics (e.g. clarity vs reverberance);
f. Brightness and type of lighting; 
g. Audio/video playback;

h. Audio/video recording.
 
6. What is the approximate inventory of large instruments needing storage near this room?

7. Who will be responsible for making physical changes to the room such as furniture, AV/IT, lighting, adjustable acoustic banners?

8. What is the shortest likely time allocation to go from one use to another, as may relate to the most involved and disparate uses?


9. Will the facility be open to use by the School of Music and Dance (SOMD) – if so, how would their needs be different from OBF’s?

10. Will the facility be open to other Users – if so, how would their needs be different from OBF’s?


11. Have the banquet support needs been fully vetted, either for the Multi-function room or for the Board Room?

Looking outside of the Performance/Rehearsal Room:
12. How will the Board Room be used?


13. How will the Lobby be used?

14. Is this building a gateway to both OBF and the Frohnmayer Music Building, or just to OBF?

15. Do you welcome foot traffic through the building or want to avoid it?
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
