Recommended Materials: TI-83+ graphing calculator. We will not be using
calculators on quizzes or exams, however you may use one for the homework. This
calculator is recommended by the department for all math classes above Math 95.

Course Description: Math 70 is a non-credit Elementary College Algebra class
designed for college students to prepare them to succeed in Math 95 Intermediate
Algebra class and ultimately to lay the foundations for them to succeed in all future
math classes. In math 70 we will study chapters 1-6 from the book. Chapters 7-11
of the same book will be studied in Math 95 course. Math 70 course is not for col-
lege credit and is graded on pass/no-pass basis only. A passing grade is C- or better.

Objectives: By the end of this class students should be able to:

e Correctly and efficiently perform arithmetic with signed numbers
e Correctly and efficiently perform arithmetic with fractions

e Simplify and evaluate algebraic expressions

e Simplify and solve linear equations

e Graph linear equations in two variables

e Solve systems of linear equations by graphing, substitution, and addition meth-
ods

e Manipulate exponential expressions, and use scientific notation.
e Factor quadratic and other polynomial expressions

e Solve quadratic and polynomial equations by factoring



Homework (10% of final grade): Homework will be assigned for each section
of the textbook covered in class. I will collect homework twice a week, usually on
Tuesdays and Fridays. There will be time (5 minutes) at the beginning of class for
homework questions. Any further questions you have can be addressed during my
office hours. Not all of the assigned problems will be graded. I will randomly pick
up 5 problems from each assignment and grade them for accuracy. You have to show
work to get any credit. Late homework will not be accepted for any reason. Two
lowest homework scores will be dropped.

Attendance and Participation (10% of final grade): Attendance is required.
To keep track of your attendance I will collect all in-class worksheets. Some of them
will be graded and counted toward your attendance and participation grade. You will
not be able to get in-class worksheets after class. The lowest worksheet score will be
dropped. If you miss a class it is your responsibility to find out what was missed and
catch up with the material.

Quizzes (10% of final grade): There will be 6 quizzes during the term. Quizzes will
be given during the last 20 minutes of class on Wednesdays. There are no make-ups
on quizzes. The lowest quiz score will be dropped.

Please make arrangements with me before the exam time or
after the fact as soon as possible.
